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FAIR RULES
1. NO PETS (except properly registered SERVICE animals) permitted on the grounds.

Bring registration papers to the office upon arrival. 
2. All Exhibitors agree to be bound by the rules & regulations of the Spartansburg Fair.
3. Fair Management reserves the right to amend or add to these rules as needed.

ENTRIES
4. All entries must be pre-registered.
5. No exhibitor will be allowed more than one exhibit in any class except livestock.
6. Non-refundable entry fee for animals required with entry blank if mailed or paid at

check in for online entries.
7. All youth exhibitors should be registered c/o parent or legal guardian.
8  Exhibitors must properly name the articles or breed of livestock they exhibit.  
9. All entries must have been grown, produced or made since the last fair by

the person named on the exhibitor tag.
EXHIBITORS

10. Mailing address must be given by all exhibitors to receive an exhibitor number.
Please verify correct address.  PREMIUMS WILL BE MAILED.

11. Every exhibit must display the provided Entry Tag until the exhibits are removed.
12. The decisions of the judges will be final.

HOME SHOW EXHIBITS AND VENDORS
13. No exhibits shall be removed from the Home Show Buildings before 9 PM Saturday,

but all must be removed before 10 PM Saturday. Items not claimed will be 
available on Sunday from 10 AM-2 PM

14. During judging, buildings (except livestock barns) will be closed to everyone except
Fair Officials, Judges and necessary attendants.

LIVESTOCK EXHIBITS
15. An exhibitor must have full, independent control over livestock to enter any classes.
16. Sawdust will be furnished by the Fair Association.
17. Each exhibitor is responsible for hay & grain & for the feeding & watering livestock.
18. Livestock exhibits will be removed on Saturday beginning no earlier than 6 PM,

following the dismissal time established for each Department.
19. All livestock entries must have been the property of the owner for 30 days or longer.

SECURITY
20. The Association will put forth every effort to protect all exhibits, but will not be

responsible for any loss.
21. Watchmen will be provided by the Association if deemed necessary.
22. The Fair Association shall not be responsible for injury to spectator or exhibitor.
23. No firearms, alcoholic beverages, controlled substances or tasers permitted.
24. Vendors may not drive or park any vehicles on the midway until 12:30 AM Sunday.

Stands may be disassembled, but paved & dirt aisle ways must remain clear
PREMIUMS

25. No premiums paid for exhibits by commercial concerns or those engaged in the
commercial making of the exhibit.

26. Premiums not redeemed within 90 days of issue will be forfeited.
CAMPERS

27. Campers must be pre-registered and park as directed by Fair Officials
28. Campers must acquire approval to arrive prior to 5 PM Thursday before the fair.
28. Check the camping form for additional requirements.
